A) Make sure you have connected an HDMI
source, AV source, or S-Video to the
Video2USB ™ device and that a signal is
coming from it.

B) Make sure you have unplugged any video
sources from the Video2USB™ that you are not
currently recording from.

C) Make sure you have set the OBS software to
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the correct input sources by following the Quick
Start Guide exactly.

D) Note that you won'’t hear the audio while you
are previewing or recording your video source.
However, your audio will show up in the
recorded file(s) or live stream.
